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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this Interim Management Statement is to identify:

I park values, which are to be protected;

Il resource management prescriptions necessary to protect
these values in their current state; and

[l restrictions, according to existing park policy, on use of natural resources within the park.

This Interim Management Statement is not intended to replace a Park Management Plan. Rather it is intended
to guide the use of natural resources and related activities within the park until such a time as a Park
Management Plan is prepared.

The guidelines that have been developed are based upon information contained in the Ontario Provincial Parks
Planning and Management Policies (1992) and Ontario’s Living Legacy Land Use Strategy (1999).

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1.0 FORWARD

Woodland Caribou Provincial Park is located in Northwestern Ontario between Red Lake and the Manitoba boundary. It is the fourth largest provincial park in
Ontario with an original area of 462,000 hectares regulated in 1983, and additions identified in 1999 through Ontario’s Living Legacy Land Use Strategy of
29,788 hectares in four areas: Peisk Lake, Douglas Lake, Anchor Lake, and Sidney Lake. The land use strategy also established the Eagle-Snowshoe
Conservation Reserve (34,548 ha) and an Enhanced Management Area in two parts (Pipestone Bay — McIntosh 21,978 ha). Although these latter two land
use designations are not part of the park, they serve to create a Woodland Caribou “Complex” that will require consideration during park management
planning. This area is a vast expanse of boreal wilderness that is relatively easily accessed from Northwestern Ontario, Manitoba and the Midwestern United
States. Woodland Caribou abuts Noepeming and Atikaki Provincial Parks in Manitoba. Together, Woodland Caribou and Atikaki protect the length of the
Bloodvein River which was designated a Canadian Heritage River in 1987 (Manitoba) and in 1998 (Ontario).
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2.0 ABORIGINAL INTERESTS

Woodland Caribou Provincial Park area is within the boundaries of lands covered under Manitoba Treaty #3 Ojibway, and Manitoba Treaty #5 Saulteaux
and Swampy Cree First Nations. Adjacent /nearby First Nation communities include Pikangikum, Whitedog, Grassy Narrows, Poplar Hill, and Little
Grand Rapids (Manitoba).

Aboriginal interests are addressed in the following sections: 3.0 Wildlife Management, 4.0 Vegetation Management, 5.0 Fisheries Management,
8.0 Cultural Resources, 10.0 Mechanized Travel, 11.0 Existing and New Development and 12.0 Access.

Any management guidelines will reflect the Ontario government’s approach to aboriginal rights:

a) All decisions related to the identification, planning or disposition of provincial park lands, or other lands set aside to protect significant natural or
cultural heritage values, will be the subject of public consultation. Aboriginal peoples who identify traditional ties to those lands will be integral to the
consultation and decision making processes. In some cases there may be a need for separate consultation or negotiation processes to address
Aboriginal interest in park lands. If required, some issues regarding how a park is used may also be the subjects of negotiation with Aboriginal people.
b) The Government of Ontario will consider all the available options when seeking to determine the land component, if any, during negotiations involving
land claim settlements with First Nations. Options for use that involve lands which are not to be considered for provincial park purposes will be preferred.
c) As described in the Province’s Interim Enforcement Policy (1991), aboriginal people hunting or fishing in provincial parks will be subject to all relevant
treaties and laws. However, an agreement reached between the Province and a First Nation may modify the application of those treaties and laws.

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3.0 WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT

Woodland Caribou is located in a climactic zone that is hotter and drier than the surrounding region and that contains extensive areas of bedrock. These
conditions combine to produce a provincially significant prairie-boreal vegetation community that contains provincially rare plant and wildlife species. The
park climate and vegetation result in a more frequent wildfire cycle, which produces the vegetation mosaic that sustains the provincially significant resident
woodland caribou population, one of the largest concentrations south of the Hudson Bay Lowlands. Important caribou wintering areas occur in three areas
within the park: the northeast corner near Bigshell Lake, the centre around Royd Lake, and the area around Irregular Lake.

The park also supports moose, and furbearers such as beaver, otter, muskrat, mink, weasel, lynx, fox and timber wolf. Other boreal fauna include the mink
frog, three-toed woodpecker, merlin, Connecticut warbler, and boreal chickadee. Species that demonstrate the prairie influence include Franklin’s ground
squirrel, Forster’s tern, white pelican and red-sided garter snake. The park supports fish eating birds such as the common loon, great blue heron, bald eagle
and osprey. Woodland Caribou Park also contains rich wetlands, high quality fisheries and sensitive trout lakes.

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4.0 VEGETATION MANAGEMENT
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Woodland Caribou Provincial Park is located within the southern boreal forest region of northern Ontario which is characterized by coniferous forest

comprised of black spruce, jack pine, balsam fir, birch, and trembling aspen. The climate of the park is influenced by that of the interior plains of the prairie,

by way of a drier, hotter growing season which results in a more frequent incidence of wildfire and which produces the vegetation mosaic required by the

woodland caribou population. The flora of the park is comprised of species well adapted to early successional boreal forests, and the vascular plants show a

diversity that ranges from boreal to prairie to arctic species with twelve provincially rare species. The low number of introduced (non-native) species
emphasizes the ecological integrity of the park area.

All plants, including trees, are protected within the park.

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5.0 FISHERIES MANAGEMENT

Woodland Caribou supports a high quality fishery that provides opportunities to fish for walleye, lake trout and northern pike. One of Ontario’s northernmost
populations of muskellunge resides in Irregular Lake. Thus the park can boast some of the finest sport fishing in the province; most anglers gain access to
the park’s fishery via lodges and outpost camps. Ice fishing is becoming increasingly popular.

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6.0 LAND AND WATER MANAGEMENT
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Woodland Caribou lies in the Superior Province of the Canadian Shield and contains two sub-provinces: the Uchi, which is dominated by volcanic and
granitic rocks, and the Berens River, which is dominated by granite and granitic gneisses. The Wanipigow-Wallace Lake Fault divides these two
subprovinces. The soils, drainage and surficial geology of the park resulted from the most recent glaciation. This combination of bedrock and
geomorphology result in a terrain characterized by a gently rolling plain with exposed bedrock, rock knolls and elongated lakes. The park lies within the

Arctic watershed in the Nelson River basin; water drains into James Bay via Lake Winnipeg and the Nelson River. There are two principal water systems in
the park, the Bloodvein in the north and the Gammon in the south. Water quality is excellent throughout the park.

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7.0 FIRE MANAGEMENT

The climate of the park is influenced by that of the interior plains of the prairie, by way of a drier, hotter growing season, which results in a more frequent
incidence of natural fire than in the rest of the province. Fire suppression has been undertaken by MNR but it has not prevented the occurrence of large
fires. Since fire is the primary source of natural forest disturbance, it fulfills a primary role in maintaining the forest mosaic that provides habitat for caribou

and other boreal species.

8.0 CULTURAL RESOURCES

Woodland Caribou Provincial Park contains some of the highest concentrations of archeological sites in Canada. There are provincially significant
pictograph sites, prehistoric tool making and habitation sites, as well as fur trade campsites and posts.

Sensitive areas will be recorded and appropriately managed as they are identified. The management focus will be protection from human disturbance.

The Bloodvein River has been designated a Canadian Heritage River by the Canadian Heritage Rivers Board / Federal government. The designation

crosses the border into the province of Manitoba and Atikaki Provincial Park.

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9.0 RECREATION ACTIVITIES

There are approximately 1600 kilometers of canoe routes in Woodland Caribou. The park’s system of elongated lakes and rivers with portages that average
only 200 — 300 meters provides routes that are relatively easy to travel. The Bloodvein River offers whitewater paddling opportunities while the park as a

whole provides excellent fishing. Private use of mechanized vehicles is not permitted in Wilderness class parks except for within Access zones.

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12.0 PARK ACCESS
Until Access zones are established through the park management planning process, the methods and locations of access will be managed as described

below. Access will be managed in a manner that balances the need for protection of significant features and the park experience, with the need for access
to resources adjacent to the park (timber, minerals), and the aim of preventing unwanted access. Access by Aboriginal people exercising their Aboriginal or
Treaty rights is unaffected. See 9.0 Mechanized Travel.

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13.0 RESEARCH

During the mid-1980s, a number of inventories and assessments were undertaken as part of the park management planning process. These included earth
and life science, archeological and historic resources, fisheries and recreation resources.

Additional earth and life science research / inventories will be encouraged to further document park values. Areas of need include fire ecology, woodland
caribou habitat and population dynamics, archeology, the fur trade, fisheries and recreation management. These may be undertaken by Ontario Parks, by
MNR, or by outside groups / individuals.
